World
stamps especially welcome as we can usually obtain more for these.

Please tell your friends overseas to collect their stamps for us too!! It might even encourage them to write more
often!

STAMPS ON-PAPER

If possible, stamps on paper should have no more than 5mm of single thickness border around them. Less than
this is acceptable but please do not trim them so close that the perforations are damaged. Damaged stamps are
worthless.

STAMPS OFF-PAPER

Soaking stamps off their backing can obviously save on postage costs.

It helps if stamps are sorted into their various types - definitives, commemoratives, high values, regionals, foreign
etc. Please do not mix off-paper stamps with those still on their backing.
